 gave this sermon at the end of December, two 
weeks after the tragic shooting at 
Sandy Hook Elementary School in 
Newtown, Conn. I believe this sub-

ject is so important, I wanted to share it 
with those who were not at the service: 
 In this weekôs Torah portion, Joseph 
asks his brothers: ñIs my father still 
alive?ò Very unfortunately, that question 
resonates with last weekôs tragedy in 
Newtown, Conn. How many parents 
must have asked a similar question, upon 
learning of the shootings: ñIs my child 
still alive?ò And all too often, families 
and friends have asked, ñIs my loved one 
still alive?ò following the shootings at 
Virginia Tech; Aurora, Colo.; Oak 
Creek, Wis.; Tucson, Ariz., and so many more. Aside 
from these horrific mass shootings, every day, people 
are killed by guns, every day, children in our inner 
cities have to dodge bullets on their way to school or 
sitting at the dinner table at night.  
 Did you know that children ages 5 to 14 in Amer-
ica are 13 times as likely to be murdered with guns as 
children in other industrialized countries? That is 
what New York Times columnist Nicholas Kristof re-
ports, adding that a life is lost to guns every 20 min-
utes in this country. Thatôs 8 children and 75 adults 
who die from gun violence every day. In fact, more 
than 30,000 lives are lost every year to firearms. Kris-

tof also reports that, ñMore Americans die in gun 
homicides and suicides in 6 months than 
have died in the last 25 years in every ter-
rorist attack and the wars in Afghanistan 
and Iraq combined.ò 
    Isnôt it time to do a better job of regu-
lating guns? 
    We are not talking about denying peo-
ple the right to buy guns. We are talking 
about sensible laws to protect people 
against the abuse of guns. Right now, in 
33 states, criminals can buy guns at gun 
shows without background checks. Guns 
can be purchased online without back-
ground checks. In fact, 40% of gun sales 
nationwide take place without any checks 
at all. And is there any reason for people 

to own assault weapons with multiple, high-capacity 
clips, each capable of holding 30 bullets, like the kil-
ler in Newtown? California actually has one of the 
strictest bans on assault weapons in the nation. As 
The New York Times puts it, the California law for-
bids ñsemi-automatic rifles and pistols with easy-to-
reload, detachable magazines, if they also have just 
one other military-style accessory.ò 
 Isnôt it time for another federal ban? 
 Nick Kristof points out that there are more regula-
tions for toy guns than there are for real ones, and 
way more regulations for ladders, school buses and

Stopping Gun Violence 

From the  
Rabbiõs Study 

A ñNew Year for Treesò at TBE 

W 
e are fortunate to live in a climate that 

supports the growth of a rich variety 

of plant life, including 

many of those that grow 

in Israel. If you have looked around our 

temple grounds lately, you may have no-

ticed that we are slowly making improve-

ments.  
 Most of the landscaping on our 

grounds was planted by Temple members 

50 years ago. Over the past several years, 

we have been dedicated to securing full-

time status for our Rabbi and managing 

our resources through the economic 

downturn. As a result, we were less fo-

cused on our property. We have had to 

remove many dead shrubs. Bushes and 

vines that should be trimmed regularly have over-

grown. Patches of under-watered lawns became con-

spicuous last summer. And more recently, the large 

Podocarpus tree in our patio, which graces the area 

that used to be the original front entrance 

to our building, has roots that are pushing 

up the concrete and brick walls in the 

area. 
     We are turning things around. Our pri-

orities are to prevent further deterioration 

of our landscaping, make modest im-

provements, and above all keep expenses 

as low as possible. Over the last summer, 

we were unable to irrigate most of the 

property along Central Avenue. With the 

help of Tim Beld, we made major repairs 

to broken sprinkler pipes and restored 

most of the watering in that area. Thanks 

to a generous contribution from Joan 

Schneider, we have consulted with a landscape archi-

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school cafeterias. He also quotes one of his Facebook 
followers saying: ñIt is more difficult to adopt a pet 
than it is to buy a gun.ò He suggests we ñimpose a uni-
versal background check for gun buyers, even with 
private sales é make serial numbers more difficult to 
erase, and back Californiaôs effort to require that new 
handguns imprint a microstamp on each shell so that it 
can be traced back to a particular gun.ò 
 These suggestions are well within the values of 
our tradition. As Rabbi Josh Davidson explains: ñCivil 
legislation in Deuteronomy prioritizes public safety, 
with the Talmud and subsequent legal codes demand-
ing that any threats to public safety be removed, and 
even that circumstances causing the public to fear for 
its safety be similarly eliminated.ò The Talmud actu-
ally prohibits the distribution of weapons to those who 
would resell them to criminals. Selling weapons to 
enemies was strictly forbidden since they might use 
them against you. Jewish law permits one to sell 
weapons to friendly neighbors and even to allied na-
tions. However, one cannot sell weapons of any kind 
to someone who has committed murder or to a 
ñcowardly thief.ò 
 The Talmud also records a debate between Rabbi 
Eliezer and a group of sages about whether one may 
carry weapons on Shabbat. According to Eliezer, 
weapons like swords, bows, or cudgels are considered 
ñadornmentsò like jewelry or hair ribbons. Since these 
items are essentially like oneôs clothing we donôt have 
to worry about them violating the prohibition against 
carrying on Shabbat, he argues. The sages disagree. 
They call these weapons a ñdisgraceò and point to the 
text from the book of Isaiah: ñAnd they shall beat their 
swords into plowshares, and their spears into pruning 
hooks; nation shall not lift up sword against nation, 
neither shall they learn war anymore.ò As always, 
when in contention with Rabbi Eliezer, the sages win 
the debate.  
 I think we can extrapolate from this that our tradi-
tion urges us to make sure we sell guns to responsible 
folks without a history of mental illness or a criminal 
background. 
 What effect will gun legislation have? Well, if 
Australia is any example, a mass killing there in 1996 
led to legislation that ñbanned semi-automatic and 
pump-action rifles and shotguns, bought back more 
than 650,000 of these weapons from existing owners, 
and tightened requirements for licensing, registration, 
and safe storage of firearms. According to the Harvard 
Injury Control Research Center, while 13 gun massa-
cres occurred in Australia in the 18 years before the 
[legislation], resulting in more than one hundred 
deaths, in the 14éyears [since], there were no gun 

massacres.ò The murder rate from firearms has 
dropped 40%, and suicides have been cut by more 
than half. 
 Newtown is a wake-up call.  
 We must all take responsibility for protecting one 
another from this senseless violence. Let us not be 
swayed by false arguments such as: ñGuns donôt kill, 
people do.ò Ironically, the same day as the Newtown 
tragedy, 22 children were stabbed in front of a primary 
school in China. None of them died. Had the knife-
wielding man had the kind of weapon Adam Lanza 
used in Newtown, those children would not be alive 
today. Let us do all we can to ensure a future where 
firearms are used to hunt deer, not people, and where 
mothers and fathers no longer have to ask: ñIs my 
child still alive?ò following a murderous gun rampage. 
Let us beat our swords into plowshares. Ken yehi rat-
zon ï may this be Godôs will. 
 If you are wondering what you and I can do about 
the tragedies we have been witnessing in epidemic 
proportions, we can urge our politicians to pass sensi-
ble legislation. For more information on guns and gun 
control legislation, or to contact the President, Sena-
tors, and Members of Congress, or to sign petitions, I 
suggest you go to the following web sites:

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Presidentõs Message, continued from page 2  
tect company to generate plans for the area facing 

Central. (These plans are still being considered by 

the Board.) To commemorate Tu BôShvat last month, 

the New Year for Trees, we had a work party of vol-

unteers and Religious School students collect leaves, 

pull weeds and trim bushes. And Kevin and Margie 

Akin have donated three date palms, which will ulti-

mately be a regular source of fronds for our Sukkah.  
 Although we could pay large sums of money to 

redo our landscaping, the Board feels that a more 

conservative approach, with volunteers, makes more 

sense for us until we have the resources and desire to 

do something larger. Indeed, we will be honoring 

our ñrootsò by doing what our congregants a genera-

tion ago did to beautify the grounds around our 

building.

 I must thank Building and Grounds Chair Mitch 

Lavine and congregant Eric Lesser, who have been 

giving us very useful recommendations about land-

scaping on the property. Most of you will remember 

that Eric graced us with a cello rendition of Kol 

Nidre at Yom Kippur.

Women at the Wall ï Update 
 On October 17, 2012, Anat Hoffman (Executive 

Director, ARZA) was arrested at the Western Wall 

in Jerusalem because she wore a tallit and chanted 

the Shma. She was arrested, manacled, stripped and 

forced to spend the night in prison. Since then she  

filed a complaint with the Jerusalem police depart-

ment about her treatment during her arrest. The ini-

tial reaction by officials was sympathetic, but after a 

monthôs delay Ms Hoffman was informed that all 

correct regulation procedures were followed. 
 Because of similar treatment of other women, 

including a Reform rabbi, ARZA is taking action to 

remedy this situation. In December IRAC (the legal 

action branch of ARZA) took the issue to the Israel 

Supreme Court. IRAC is urging that the policy-

making group for practices (15 ultra-Orthodox men) 

at the Western Wall be reorganized (or replaced). 

Says Hoffman: ñIn their minds, the way millions of 

Jews in Israel and around the world pray is not le-

gitimate and has no place at Judaismôs holy sites. 

We strongly disagree.ò
